6th Station: Veronica wipes the face of Jesus. 
7th Station: Jesus falls the second time. 
8th Station: Jesus meets the women of Jerusalem 
9th Station: Jesus falls a third time. 
10th Station: Jesus' clothes are taken away. 
11th Station: Jesus is nailed to the cross. 
12th Station: Jesus dies on the cross. 
13th Station: The body of Jesus is taken down from the cross. 
14th Station: Jesus is laid in the tomb.

Holy God, Holy Mighty One, Holy Immortal One,                                                
have mercy on us and on the whole world. 

Closing Prayer Eternal God, in whom mercy is endless and the treasury of 
compassion inexhaustible, look kindly upon us and increase your mercy in us, that 
in difficult moments we might not despair nor become despondent, but with great 

confidence submit ourselves to your holy will, which is Love and Mercy itself. 
Amen. 
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
